	Web-site

	Consumers
	· Take care of electrical and electronic equipment (EEE) so that others may use it when you have finished with it.

· Bring back waste electrical and electronic equipment (WEEE = unusable EEE) and waste batteries to retailer free of charge (Note: WEEE Regulations must-one-for one like-for-like).

· Bring back WEEE and waste batteries to local civic amenity site, if not brought back /collected by retailer
	
	

	Producers
	· Finance the take back of WEEE and waste batteries 

· Register with the WEEE Register Society.

· Self-comply or join an approved compliance scheme.

· Mark products with crossed-out wheelie bin symbol for WEEE and Batteries
	
	

	Retailers
	· Register premises with local authority.

· Display environmental management costs of specified EEE.

· Comply with requirements regarding price display and statutory notices.

· Take back household WEEE free of charge when replacing on a one-for-one, like for like basis.

· Take-back waste batteries of similar type to those sold (free of charge)

· Dispose of, store and transport WEEE and waste batteries as set out in Regulations.
	
	

	Local authorities
	· Local enforcement responsibilities (particularly in relation to retailer obligations).

· Management of civic amenity sites.

	Environmental Protection Agency
	· Leads national enforcement of the WEEE and Battery Regulations.

· Promotion of eco-design and re-use of EEE.

· Notify Environmental Protection Agency where evidence of non-compliance.

· Determination of market share of individual producers (function devolved to the “Black box” currently managed by Deloitte & Touche).
