Annex 1

End user agreement for the use of national GMES (including Corine Land Cover) products by third parties.

The purpose of the present agreement is twofold:

· to facilitate the dissemination of the national Corine Land Cover products to third parties and 

· to monitor the further use of the digital data.

The Corine Land Cover datasets cover two periods:

· 1990-2000, and

· 2000-2006

Within each period, the databases use consistent geometric definitions of land cover polygons. However these definitions are inconsistent from one period to the other as a result of necessary geometric corrections made to the revised land cover database for 2000. This database is used as the basis for estimating land cover changes between 2000 and 2006. Therefore the user should not make a geographic comparison of local land cover change between 1990 and 2006 by comparing product CLC00-2 (revised national Corine Land Cover 1990) and product CLC06-4 (national Corine Land Cover 2006). Only larger area statistical comparisons are valid between these dates.
Corine Land Cover project 2000 (covering the period 1990-2000):

· Product CLC00-1 National Corine Land Cover 2000: vector database of national land cover for 2000 including 41 land cover classes, with a 25 ha minimum mapping unit, in ING co-ordinates. This database (at level 3) makes use of the set of polygons defined in the revised national Corine Land Cover map for 1990 (see below). To better serve national needs the Grassland and Peatland classes were further divided into Level 4, 5 and 6 to give more detail on these classes.

· Product CLC00-2 - Revised national Corine Land Cover 1990: vector database of national land cover for 1990 including 41 land cover classes, a 25 ha minimum mapping unit, in ING co-ordinates. Since the original production of the Corine Land Cover 1990 for Ireland, it has become apparent that there are some errors; both with the geometric accuracy of the images, but more importantly with the classification of certain land cover classes. This product was originally prepared in 1992. The improvement of digital technology and availability of additional ancillary data allowed a revised database to be prepared, allowing more accurate estimates of land use change.
· Product CLC00-3 - National Corine Land Cover change 1990-2000: National vector database of land cover changes larger than 5 ha between 1990 and 2000, in ING co-ordinates. In the production of this database, the revised national Corine Land Cover map for 1990 (see above) was used as the baseline.
Corine Land Cover project 2006 (covering the period 2000-2006):

· Product CLC06-3 National Corine Land Cover change 2000-2006: National vector database of land cover changes larger than 5 ha between 2000 and 2006 in ING co-ordinates. In the production of this database, the revised national Corine Land Cover map for 2000 (see below) was used as the baseline.
· Product CLC06-4 National Corine Land Cover 2006: vector database of national land cover for 2006 with a 25 ha minimum mapping unit, in ING co-ordinates. This database makes use of the set of polygons defined in the revised national Corine Land Cover map for 2000.
· Revised national Corine Land Cover 2000: Revised vector database of national land cover for 2000 in ING co-ordinates. A requirement of the production of the national database on Corine Land Cover changes from 2000-2006 was an additional verification of the existing land cover map for 2000. In light of additional and improved satellite imagery and updated ancillary data, revisions to the CLC2000 database proved necessary, Some of these revisions resulted in shifts in polygon boundary positions and resulted in geometric changes in the modified database, thus rendering the modified database for 2000 and the original database for 2000 becoming geometrically inconsistent.
