1.1 Introduction

The Official Languages Act 2003 provides for the preparation by public bodies of a language scheme detailing the
services which they will provide:

e through the medium of Irish,
e through the medium of English, and
e through the medium of Irish and English

and the measures to be adopted to ensure that any service not currently provided by the body through the medium of
the Irish language will be so provided within an agreed timeframe.

In accordance with section 14(3) of the Act, language schemes remain in force for a period of 3 years or until such
time as a new scheme is confirmed by the Minister for Arts, Heritage, Regional, Rural and Gaeltacht Affairs, whichever
is the later.

1.2 Preparation and Content of the Scheme

In the preparation of this scheme, due regard has been given to the Guidelines issued by the Department of Arts,
Heritage, Regional, Rural and Gaeltacht Affairs. In addition, there has been a comprehensive process of consultation
with relevant stakeholders.

The Environmental Protection Agency is guided by the principle that the provision of Irish language services should be
based on:

e the underlying level of demand for specific services in the Irish language,

e the importance of a proactive approach to the provision of such services, and

e the resources, including human and financial resources, and the capacity of the body concerned to develop or
access the necessary language capability.

This scheme complements the principles of Quality Customer Service and our Customer Charter. It has been
formulated with the intention of ensuring that all relevant obligations under the Official Languages Act by the
Environmental Protection Agency will be fully addressed on an incremental basis, through this and future schemes.

1.3 Commencement date of the Scheme
This Scheme has been confirmed on 1 December 2016 by the Minister for Arts, Heritage, Regional, Rural and Gaeltacht

Affairs. It commences with effect from this date and shall remain in force for a period of 3 years or until a new scheme
has been confirmed, whichever is the later.

2.1 Our Mission

To protect and improve the environment as a valuable asset for the people of Ireland. To protect our people and
environment from the harmful effects of radiation and pollution.

2.2\ Main Functions

The work of the EPA can be divided into three main areas:

Knowledge: We provide high quality, targeted and timely environmental data, information and
assessment to inform decision making at all levels.

Regulation: We implement effective regulation and environmental compliance systems to deliver good
environmental outcomes and target those who don’t comply.

Advocacy: We work with others to advocate for a clean, productive and well protected environment and
for sustainable environmental behaviour.

2.3 Our Responsibilities
Licensing

We regulate the following activities so that they do not endanger human health or harm the environment:
- waste facilities (e.g. landfills, incinerators, waste transfer stations);

- large scale industrial activities (e.g. pharmaceutical, cement manufacturing, power plants);

- intensive agriculture (e.g. pigs, poultry);

- the contained use and controlled release of Genetically Modified Organisms (GMOs);

- sources of ionising radiation (e.g. x-ray and radiotherapy equipment, industrial sources);

- large petrol storage facilities;
- waste water discharges;
- dumping at sea activities

National Environmental Enforcement

- Conducting an annual programme of audits and inspections of EPA licensed facilities.

- Overseeing local authorities’ environmental protection responsibilities.

- Supervising the supply of drinking water by public water suppliers.

- Working with local authorities and other agencies to tackle environmental crime by co-ordinating a
- national enforcement network, targeting offenders and overseeing remediation.

- Enforcing Regulations such as Waste Electrical and Electronic Equipment (WEEE), Restriction of Hazardous
Substances (RoHS) and substances that deplete the ozone layer.

- Prosecuting those who flout environmental law and damage the environment.

Chapter 5: Improving Language Capability
5.1 Recruitment

All new staff will be provided with an induction pack containing a copy of our agreed scheme in order to
ensure that they are made aware of our commitments under the legislation. We will maintain a list of
competent Irish speakers from among our complement of staff.

We currently have eight competent Irish speakers on our staff; some of whom are native Irish speakers. We
intend to offer refresher training over a period of two years mainly to assist our competent Irish speakers in
relation to technical environmental terms, etc., which will improve their ability to engage with the public,
media, etc. We are satisfied that this meets the requirement of Government Policy in relation designated
Irish posts and improvement of services in Irish.

5.2 Training and Development
We are committed to making available opportunities for staff to attend appropriately accredited lIrish

language training courses, as resources permit. All staff will be advised of facilities/opportunities to improve
their competency in Irish.
