The EPA operates a twelve-week paid Summer Student Placement Programme from Tuesday 2nd June until Friday 21st August 2026. 
Applicants should be available for the full duration of the programme which includes 5 days paid annual leave. Students are required to be onsite for the duration of the placement. 

This programme is open to all current third level students who:  
· Are studying on an undergraduate course, having completed the second year of studies and returning to college in the Autumn;
· Or have completed an undergraduate degree and have applied to continue studying at postgraduate level (Masters, PhD).
Please note that first year students, recent graduates or postgraduates are not eligible to apply.

In considering applications, the EPA takes account of both the interests of the student and the EPA having regard to the relevance of the work experience to the student's course of studies and the suitability of the student's training and experience. A limited number of placements are available each year and submission of an application does not guarantee a placement offer.
